	Objective
	To understand what belongs in a MSDS book, how to obtain product sheets, where the book belongs in the store and why it is necessary to keep it current.



	Responsibility
	Store Management Team.  Includes Store Manager and Assistant Managers

	Steps
	1. Any hazardous material in your shop (there is a list in your Injury Illness and Prevention Manual Section G) MUST have a corresponding MSDS sheet that is to be placed in the MSDS book.

2. You can obtain a sheet in several ways.  It will come in the shipment from the manufacturer as part of the purchase of the product.  You can call the manufactures hotline.  Also many of the manufactures web pages carry this information.

3. The book must be placed in an easily accessible location in the shop.  It CANNOT  be in a room that can be locked.  

4. In case of a fire in the shop someone needs to retrieve the book (if it is safe to access the book) and it is to be given to the firefighters on scene.  They use this book to know what type of chemicals they will be dealing with while fighting the fire.
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
